CLUB PRESIDENTS AND TREASURERS, PLEASE TAKE NOTE:

In April 2010, the LCI Board of Directors approved an amended policy, effective July 1, 2010,
that affects clubs that have not paid their club balances on time. The policy is as follows: A Club
which has an unpaid balance in excess of $20 per member or $1000 per club, whichever is less,
outstanding past 120 days will be automatically suspended including the charter, rights, privileges,
and obligation of the Lions Club. In the event, the Club does not reach an active status by the 28"
of the following month the club’s charter would be automatically canceled. Suspension is the tem-
porary deferment of the charter, rights, privileges, and obligations of a Lions club due to an unpaid
balance.
