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Lions Day with the United Nations�

This year marks the 32nd Annual Lions Day with the United Nations.  The event will be held on Friday, 
March 26, 2010 at the United Nations Vienna International Centre in Vienna, Austria.  The event kicks 
off the evening before with a welcoming reception and formal dinner co-hosted by the current Interna-
tional LCI President and the U.S. Ambassador to the UN.  Lions Day itself is filled with events ranging 
from a tour of the UN complex to a meeting with the UN General Secretary and various world dignitaries.�

The relationship between LCI and the UN began after the end of World War II.  In San Francisco, on Oc-
tober 24, 1945 (forever known as UN Day), President Harry Truman joined Britain's Prime Minister 
Winston Churchill and other world leaders in signing the UN charter.  Later that same year, Lions founder 
Melvin Jones and Past International Presidents Fred W. Smith and D.A. Skeen were asked to help develop 
the non-governmental organization (NGO) charter for the new global organization.�

Article 71 of the Charter of the United Nations states, "The Economic and Social Council may make suit-
able arrangements for consultation with non-governmental organizations which are concerned with mat-
ters within its competence. Such arrangements may be made with international organizations."  It is incor-
rect, however, to say that Lions have consultative status to the UN in general. The Economic and Social 
Council is concerned primarily with advancing the welfare of all human beings.  In keeping with its stated 
Purposes, LCI has no involvement in the political or security affairs of the UN directly.�

During the ensuing years, the two organizations have cooperated on many humanitarian ventures. Lions 
have provided aid and manpower for UNICEF (United Nations Children's Fund), WHO (World Health 
Organization), and UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization) projects.�
