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THE GIFT OF LIFE

The miracle of organ and tissue transplantation, each year, saves or greatly improves the lives of thousands
of men, women and children. In fact, transplantation is one of modern medicine’s triumphs. The true heroes, the
miracle makers, are the donors who choose to give the Gift of Life.

The need is critical. Every three hours, someone in this country dies because of the shortage of donor or-
gans. Every 18 minutes another person’s name is added to the list of thousands who await lifesaving organ trans-
plants. Thousands more await life-enhancing tissue transplants.

You can help. You can help resolve this national health crisis by doing three things. First, learn the facts
about donation. Second, make a personal decision about donation. Third, tell your family about your decision.

Family discussions are important. Once an individual has made the decision to be an organ and tissue do-
nor and has joined the Donate Life California Registry, that individual’s decision is honored. Family members can-
not override that individual’s decision to donate. At the time when donation is possible, family members will be
informed of their loved one’s wish to donate and walked through the process. In the event of a loved one’s sudden
death, it will ease the family’s pain to already know the wishes of their loved one regarding donation. For this rea-
son it is recommended that you share your wishes with your family.

The quality of hospital treatment and efforts to save your life will not be lessened. You will receive the
best possible care whether or not you have indicated your wishes to donate. Only after your physicians have ex-
hausted all efforts to save your life and have declared death will donation be discussed with your family.

Donation will not disfigure your body. Recovery of organs and tissues is similar to other surgeries. Itis
done in an operating room under sterile conditions. It is possible for donors to choose an open casket funeral if they
wish.

Your estate does not pay for donation. All costs related to donation are the responsibility of the organ pro-
curement organization. However, your estate is responsible for funeral costs and hospital charges prior to your
death.

Most religions support organ and tissue donation. Donation and transplantation are consistent with the
life-preserving traditions of most faiths. If you have questions, discuss them with your religious or spiritual leader.

A single donor can help more than 50 people. Organ transplants (heart, lungs, liver, kidneys, pancreas and
intestines) can save lives. Tissue transplants (eyes, skin, bone, heart valves, tendons, veins, etc.) can fight infections
in burn victims, prevent the loss of arms or legs, and restore eyesight. Everyone can become a potential organ and
tissue donor. Your age or medical history does not mean you cannot donate. The conditions of your organs and tis-
sues at the time of your death determines what can be donated. If transplantation is not an option, some donors
choose donation for medical research to help find cures for serious illness and diseases.

It takes only minutes to sign up — minutes that could mean years of life for someone else. Sign up to be an
organ and tissue donor at www.donatelifecalifornia.org.

The Lions of District 4-C1 are working in partnership with the California Transplant Donor Network to in-
crease awareness of the need for organ and tissue donation.

increasing activity, modest weight loss, eating more fruits & vegetables, eating less fried foods,
limiting alcohol and quitting smoking.
